Language Arts
In Grade 6, we will focus on many aspects of writing (letters, narratives, expository writing, poetry, article writing, and autobiographical writing).  Each of these styles will contribute to a better understanding of the writing process this year.

The students will also be actively engaged in reading (home reading program, internal classroom library, and a weekly library period) and performing assignments that help to gauge their comprehension level in what they are reading.  

Students are strongly encouraged to read any newspaper articles available to them as part of their home reading, as we are trying to help create students that are well on their way to becoming well versed, contributing members of society that are aware of the world/issues that are a part of daily living.
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Home reading:
· Home reading is important because, like any other skill, reading requires practice and the more one reads, the better one gets at reading.
· Please read various forms of literature from home or the library for 30 minutes each night. Students should write the amount of minutes read in their agenda and the parent is responsible for initialing that he or she has read.
