BASIC STEPS FOR READING DECIMAL NUMBERS
1) Read whole number digits, by groups, starting at the left of the number.  
2) Read an “and” to indicate the decimal point.  
3) Read decimal digits by starting at the decimal point and reading to the right as if the digits are whole numbers.  
4) Attach the name of the last decimal place which contains a digit.



Standard Form= 2.567

Word Form= two and five hundred sixty-seven thousandths 

Expanded Form= 2 + 0.5 + 0.06 + 0.007

EXAMPLES:
	thirty thousand, forty two and seventy five thousandths
	30 042.075

	two thousand, three and three tenths
	2 003.3

	ten thousand, one hundred seventy and twelve hundredths
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
