Lesson Three Multiplication of Decimals:

This is one way to solve 1.646 x 3

1. You first ignore the decimal and multiply as you would whole numbers.

+3000
  4938

2.  Now estimate to place the decimal. 1.646 is close to 2. 2 x 3 =6

3. Therefore my answer needs to be close to six. So my only option that makes sense is to place the decimal between the 4 and 9.

4. The answer is 4.938 


Lesson Four Multiplication of Decimals Less than 1 by a Whole Number:


To multiply a number less than 1, you ignore the decimal and any zeros that are before the whole number.

For example, for 0.0138 x 9 you would first multiply 138 x 9. 138 x 9 =1242. After, you would need to add the decimal in by estimating where it goes or by counting the spaces over.
