· To pitch the nose of the plane upElevators are up (tail goes down, nose goes up)
· To pitch the nose of the plane down Elevators are down (tail goes up, nose goes down
*Bernoulli’s Principle: Raising the elevator creates drag. The air moving over the elevator is slowed down; the slower moving air has higher pressure relative to the faster moving air under the stabilizer.
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ROLL

· Right wing lowered, Left wing raises=Right aileron is up and Left aileron is downPlane banks to the right
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
